4. Address the Canada Disability Benefit clawback. Alberta is the only province in Canada redirecting federal poverty-reduction funding to general revenue -- approximately $190 million per year.

This transition is happening without published criteria, without independent appeal rights, and with a deadline that does not allow sufficient time for meaningful response from nearly 80,000 Albertans with permanent disabilities.
